Ria was born very prematurely and has been diagnosed with Cerebral Palsy. Ria has spent 

much of her short life very poorly; she has experienced substantial feeding problems, 

required surgery for her hips, has a rare type of squint and now has scoliosis (a curvature 

of the spine). Over the last few years, Newlife has funded four pieces of equipment for Ria, 

including a specialist car seat, a specialist buggy, a wheelchair to start Primary School with 

and most recently required a new car seat and seating system following a growth spurt. With 

long waiting lists on the NHS and to prevent Ria experiencing pain or going without, Newlife 

funded all of this.

Where your money will go 
Newlife is unique - we guarantee that every penny you 
raise will be spent directly on providing equipment for a 
disabled child.

£100 Can provide sensory equipment for a child with Autism or 
Visual Impairment.

£250 Can fund a specialist car seat for a seriously disabled child 
to keep them safe. 

£500 Can fund a specialist buggy for a child with Cerebral Palsy 
unable to walk due to muscle problems. 

£1,000 Can fund a folding wheelchair and portable ramps for a 
child with limb abnormalities.

£5,000 Can fund a communication aid for a child with Speech 
Impairment to aid learning and independence.
